designate some dorms as quiet dorms, something the retirees usually opt for. Meals are served tl
times a day and are part of the package on days off as well as work daysa fbatisthing because the
closest full scale grocery store may be 80 miles away.

Living in one of our national or state parks or other special places is an opportunity to get to know |
intimately and to photograph it in ways not possible on weekeudaation travels.

It was suggested that a better count of the
number of volunteers for the Annual Competition
be made for the sake of purchasing the correct
amount of lunch.

Randy Hake was proposed to be added to the
Interclub Judges List and approved by the
Board.

Ed Mestre reported that Livermore complained
that they were getting poor response from the
judges they contacted to judge their meetings..
Other clubs indicated that they were not having
that problem. One thought was that the judges
might have visualized the long trip to Livermore,
when, in fact, the club meets in Dublin. Another
idea was to follow procedure: first email, if no
response in three days, phone them, or
alternatively just look for another judge. Make
sure that Livermoreds
dropped into the spam box.

Ed also wanted to know how much other clubs
paid their judges. Some responses were $35 for
local judges, $40 or $45 for those having to
cross a bridge; Marin pays $50. Palo Alto pays
$50 (from Joan); Alameda pays $25 but is
looking into possibly upping that. Average was
about $35.

Print Chair: Aside from looking for the missing
prints, Dean mentioned that some clubs had no
N4C label, particularly Contra Costa.

As Dean is resigning at the end of the year, we
will need a new Print Chair for next year.

We will also need a new Vicé’resident.

In relation to that, a Nominating Committee was
put together consisting of Jane Postiglione, Jim
Cutler, and Joan Field. It was clarified that the
new Board members would assume their duties
as of the first of the year rather than as of the
Feb 10 Annual Dinner.

Delegates were to announce at their clubs that
these positions needed filling.

El Administrator: Gene Albright announced that
Contra Costa had sent in only Masters prints in
Monochrome for the monthly competition, so
where were the Intermediate and Advanced?
Jane will look into this.

FotoClave: Gene has only the prints that were
accepted and has not access to the Pls at this

point. Gene may contact San Joaquin to see if
he can get the list of acceptances to post.

Dean McCoy stated that he had misunderstood
what was to be turned back in to San Joaquin at
the second print exchange and had turned in
only the winning prints. He has been in contact
with San Joaquin and they will accept the
remaining accepted prints if we bring them in at
the beginning of FotoClave. Joan agreed to do
this.

PSA: Joe Hearst had taken the Judging Seminar
at the PSA Conference, and also on line. He has
passed on the text of the seminar to both Joan
Field and Jane Postiglione. It should probably be
added either to the Judges Manual on the
website or directly to the website. Joe also
suggested the possibility of electronically judging
the Pls.

Old Business:

Website:The Board had voted to accept Wicked
Code as our new web creation site. The original
contract called for $500 up front for the design
work and $300 a year maintenance in a three-

length contract. The Board passed a motion to
accept the second offer, as it saved $100.

Jane passed out the two possible WordPress
templates that Teri, Joan and Jane had decided
upon to the members. They are in the Photocrati
template lists that had already been purchased
by the new web designer. Since the website
committee had made the choice, it was not
required that the Board approve the chosen site
template.

Jane indicated that the old N4C logo might be
changed to something more modern. Logos
designed by Jane and Joan were passed
around, with little comment. We will also ask
Barbara Fredericks if she would be willing to
work on a new logo for us.

Question of the Future of 6C

Since 6C is down to three clubs, the question
arose as to whether we should ask 6C to join
N4C, or individual 6C clubs to join us. The
probl em of t he next y e ¢
brought up as 6C was next in line to administer
it. Jim Cutler volunteered to make an appeal at a
6C board meeting concerning these possibilities
for approval to approach the clubs.

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It was also suggested that we begin to stagger
FotoClave to every other year, thus giving 6C
time to get its act together.

In general, the consensus was that FotoClave
should be held alternate years.
