body of images represents a unique moment in Imogen Cunninghamôs lifeôs work. The exhibit 
was curated by Jane Reed in the mid 1990ôs and toured internationally. Cunninghamôs 

Parisian photographs were taken at a seminal time in Paris, just before the student uprisings of 

1968 and they have not been seen in the Bay Area for more than twenty years. Compared to 
Cunninghamôs other work, her Paris photos are a relatively unknown, but essential part of her

¶ Joan Field said Fremont was missing a 

portfolio and asked if all would check 

to see if they had it by mistake.  

¶ Joan said all prints for the annual will 

be brought to Marin and noted that 

prints for the annual will still be 

coming in in January  

¶ Joan said she and Gene Morita were 

willing to continue as Print Chairs in 

2015.

¶ EI Coordinator, Gene Albright, noted 

that a maker from Light & Shadow 

put in a winning image twice which is 

not allowed.  

¶ Gene asked if any club had Directorôs 
Insurance.

FotoClave:

¶ Also to be discussed in 2015 is where 

the line is between images of nudes 

that are art and images of nudes that 

verge on pornography.
